North Fork Massies Creek Stream 
Restoration Project  

A partnership project for water resource restoration in Greene County  

Project Background  

Greene County received funding  from the Ohio EPA Water Resource Restoration 
Sponsor Program  (WRRSP) in 2006 to implement stream improvements on North 
Fork Massies Creek (NFMC), located in northeast Greene County near Cedarville.  
The stream is a tributary to Massies Creek and the Little Miami River and is lo-
cated in an agricultural setting.  

The WRRSP funding, a total of $1,705,500, will be used for construction, engi-
neering, and project administration.  The project is intended to address erosion 
and water quality concerns, improve drainage, and restore the habitat of NFMC. 
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banks, create riffle/pool habitat, and restore and enhance vegetation along a 2.7 -

mile long segment of the creek.
